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Me and myself refer to the same person, but they are used differently.

Me is the objective pronoun that a speaker uses to refer to himself.

Example 1: She asked me for directions. 

Myself is the reflexive pronoun that a speaker uses to refer to something the 
speaker does to herself, or it is used for emphasis. 

Example 1: I hit myself with the tennis racket. 
Example 2: I don’t like rain myself.
