D ] any suffixes we use in English originally come from Greek or
Latin word endings. The suffix -escence is from Latin meaning
“process” or “state of being.”” The suffix -¢#is from Latin

meaning “make smaller” or “little.” Suffixes often change the meaning

of the root word. For example, the root ¢yngus means “swan.” Combine

¢ygnus with -et, and it becomes the word ¢jgrer. Based on its original
meaning, ¢ygrer means “little swan” or a young swan.
